     The Risks of a Plural Endeavor.

	 The open, one might say, choral, nature of this bibliography stems from its 

own genesis; this is not simply a conventional determination of a canon, rather its 

value and its richness reside in the fact that the recommended works have been 

previously read, consulted and used by the professionals who suggested them and 

who so aver.

	 The procedure for obtaining the titles in this New Guide was undoubtedly 

a risky proposition; precedence was given to free participation over the normative 

pyramidal process involving literary editors, the distribution of areas of expertise, 

etc., knowing all the while of the possible disparity in authors, themes, eras and 

geographic areas which might thus obtain. 

	 The final result presented now demonstrates that it was worth assuming that 

risk. The New Guide is a rich and plural, distinctive bibliography, and while many of 

the names listed therein are found in the canons of the most representative works of 

our literatures, in other instances one will find lesser known or forgotten authors and 

works, but which nonetheless are of equal import and interest.

Hispanic corpus or to complete the one they currently possess with quality works. It 

may also prove valuable for American booksellers who wish to enrich their offerings 

for a more demanding readership.

We are fortunate to have this new offering by Ramiro Pinilla, a writer 
who is currently enjoying overdue recognition, after having received the Euskadi Prize for the 
Novel in 2005, the Critic’s Award in 2005 and the National Narrative Award in 2006.

Rayuela refers to the game of hopscotch, which the latter reading  
resembles in format. The novel is anchored in the 1960’s and 70’s, and follows an  
Argentine’s life in Paris, and his return to South America. Rayuela was one of the seminal 
“Boom” literary movement’s novels.

A “friend” counsels her to hide in Spain and 
she decides to head south to Morocco. There she meets Santiago, a Galician who teaches 
her the business of trafficking in hashish, weapons, tobacco, etc. After Santiago’s death, 
Teresa spends a year in prison, where she meets Patty O’Farrell, with whom–after both have 
been released–she establishes a good cocaine trafficking business.  She makes deals with 
Italians and Russians and becomes a millionaire. We are told of her romances, triumphs, 
and deceptions. She returns to Mexico, she testifies against those who tried to hurt her, and 
then she disappears. The language is incredibly realistic and full of Mexican and Spanish 
slang. The music of narcocorridos and rancheras permeates the entire novel (in fact, the 
chapter titles are either song titles or lyrics from the same). The novel is immersed in popular 
culture and in the demimonde of the two continents (actually, three continents). The action 
is recounted from the perspective of an unnamed journalist, who functions as an omniscient 
narrator who knows all the details of her life.

Because of their subversive nature, all three were banned in Spain until after Franco’s 
death. Originally published in 1975 by Seix Barral, Juan sin tierra was revised by Goytisolo in 
2006. Together, they are a categorical rejection of Spain’s past and celebration of the power 
of writing through his self-reflexive narration and a postmodern protagonist named Julián, the 
great traitor and count of Ceuta.

Of all the philosophical works written in Spanish, The Revolt of the Masses (La rebelión de 
las masas) is perhaps the one which has been translated more often and has had more  
intellectual influence on a worldwide scale. This is not mere chance; the book, written in 
1926 and published four years later, projects onto a more ambitious global setting the 
intuitions which its author had sketched in Invertebrate Spain (La España invertebrada), from 
which society is structured in reciprocal action between the masses and a select minority 
of citizens. This interaction allows society to evolve, if the minorities are virtuous classes 
who should guide the general will of the masses toward good actions. In The Revolt of the 
Masses, Ortega y Gasset anticipated something that at the time few had recognized, namely, 
the characterization of a new paradigm of the mass-man, a depersonalized being who only 
thinks of the free expansion and fulfillment of his primary needs and desires and who does 
not express any gratitude for the historic and social conditions which have made possible 
his well-being as well as the political normalcy of his existence. A man, who failing to appeal 
to a higher and virtuous exemplar which he can imitate, becomes easy prey for totalitarian 
regimes and dictatorships. A paradigm, which, as World War II demonstrated, has survived in 
our time and perhaps is even more dangerous.

The great medieval Spanish epic, composed by an unknown Castilian juglar (minstrel) in 
about 1140, but which is preserved in a single copy of 1307 transcribed by one Per Abbat, 
of whom nothing is known. The reconstructed epic known as the Cantar de Mío Cid (Song 
of My Cid) is based on other historical materials and is of much later date. The plot of the 
Poem of the Cid is divided into three parts: the banishment of Rodrigo Díaz (El Cid) by his 
sovereign; the Cid’s victory over the Moors at Valencia, reconciliation with the king, and  
marriage of his daughters into royalty; and the desertion and cruel treatment of his daughters 
and trial by combat of the sons-in-law, resulting in the vindication of the Cid’s honor. The oldest  
monument of Castilian literature, the Poem of the Cid is admirable for its realism, its  
comparative historical fidelity, its fusion of various themes into a unified whole, and as the 
first and best example of the Spanish “cantar de gesta”.

This collection of 420 songs, set to music and gloryfing the miracles performed by the Virgin 
Mary, was composed by a 13th century king, known as the Wise or the Sage, who was the 
greatest of all medieval patrons of letters, an encyclopedic scholar and a poet in his own 
right.
